COMPETITION PREPARATION WEEK

Not only Christmas, but also New Year’s Eve is getting closer and 2013 starts
with a week full of planning and preparation during our Competition
Preparation Week.
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From January 15th till January 20th, 2013, the organizers of the WorldSkills
Leipzig 2013 will have the pleasure to welcome the extended international Skill-
Management-Teams at the Westin Hotel Leipzig. That means that a good six
months before the actual competition, the advanced Skill-Management-Team
consisting of Jury Presidents, Chief Experts, Deputy Chief Experts and the
Workshop Supervisors will meet to accumulate the set of their skill-specific tasks
for the WorldSkills Leipzig 2013.

The 46 Workshop Supervisors (WSS) and Assistants (WSSA) are experts of their
professions from Germany who support the technical team of the host to
organize the competition in the various skills. As the name says, the Chief
Experts and Deputy Chief Experts are highly qualified people in their skill and
have a big experience of WorldSkills. They come from one of the 63 member

regions and countries.
The collective meetings will also be used to assemble the needed data, such as
bills of materials and the detailed planning of the areas for each skill.
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A couple of volunteers are already supporting our team during the Competition
Preparation Week as interpreters and Welcome-Desk or Info-Desk volunteers.

As the name already indicates, the main task of the Welcome-Desk-Volunteer is
to welcome the international guests and delegates at the airport or at the main
station in Leipzig and accompany them to the shuttles that will take them to
their venue.

In the Hotel Westin there are Info-Desks for giving information regarding the
hotel, meeting-schedule or other requests.

The interpreters will help out the Workshop Supervisors with the communication
and translate from German to English, if necessary.
